CCCC results are to be presented in the form of scale scores beginning in 2014, and the
full score is 200. Based on the Rasch model of item response theory, scale score is the result
of a mathematical equation comprised of the difficulty index of the test items and the
number of questions that candidates answer correctly. The larger the number of test items
answered correctly, the higher the scale scores. Compared with the raw score (the number of
test items answered correctly), the scale score is more objective since it is not affected by the
different test item difficulty levels of each test.

Children who pass CCCC will be awarded an internationally acknowledged Chinese ability
certificate. In addition, the test can serve the following purposes:

1. Children can use the test to understand their Chinese proficiency, boosting their resolve
and self-confidence, and encouraging them to challenge themselves.

2. Parents are given an opportunity to understand how well their children understand
Chinese. Parents can then plan their children’s future Chinese lessons or adjust the current
learning method and pace.

3. Chinese teachers are provided with a means of measuring their students’ proficiency
levels. Teachers can then reexamine their teaching methods with data for improving future
curriculum design.
